Nomination for IFEES Global Award for Excellence in Engineering Education

Introduction

Through the collaboration of its member societies, IFEES works to establish effective engineering education processes of high quality around the world to assure a global supply of well-prepared engineering graduates. IFEES strengthens member organizations and their capacity to support faculty and students, and helps to connect engineering graduates with international corporations that have a pressing need for well-trained engineers who can work in a global environment. IFEES also aims to enhance the ability of engineering faculty, students and practitioners to understand the varied cultures of the world and work effectively in them. 

IFEES is introducing the IFEES Global Award for Excellence in Engineering Education to recognize individuals who have made outstanding and original contributions to engineering education through exemplary teaching, research, and/or leadership innovations.
The 2011 award will be presented at the 2011 IFEES Summit in Lisbon, Portugal, from September 30 - October 2 (www.wee2011.com).  The winner will receive a medal, a citation, a one-time monetary prize of $1,000 US, and a roundtrip, economy class air ticket to receive the award.
Nomination Process

1. Call for Nominations sent to IFEES members through email.

2. An IFEES member* can nominate any number of individuals. Each nomination must be accompanied by:

Letter of Nomination
Three letters of support/recommendation
CV of the nominee 

Description of nominee’s work 
(Guidelines for accompanying documents may be found on the following page)

3. Process for submission – IFEES members must email complete nomination packages to award@ifees.net
4. All nomination packages must be received by 31 March 2011.

* Nominations for awards will only be accepted from representatives of active IFEES member societies. A list of member representatives may be found on the Members page of the IFEES website.  Nominated candidates need not be IFEES members.
