4th African Regional Conference on Engineering Education (ARCEE 2008)

The theme of the conference was ‘Capacity Building in Engineering for Sustainable Development. The conference was held at a strategically located Kunduchi Beach Hotel and resort. There were 111 participants from 15 countries from both within and outside Africa. 29 papers were presented including a paper titled ‘Engineering Education Societies becoming Global: The Emerging Experience of International Federation of Engineering Education Societies which was authored by eleven (11) members of IFEES.

Traditionally, ARCEE is usually held in September of the relevant year but it was shifted to April, 2008 to accommodate the proposed ASEE (American society for Engineering Education) Global Colloquium and the 2nd IFEES Summit that are scheduled to hold in Cape Town, South Africa between 19th and 23rd October, 2008.

The participants at the conference witnessed the launching of Engineering Research Award that was instituted by Emerald Engineering, the World’s leading publisher of Management research and ALCS (The authors’ Licensing and Collecting Society).
